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FUND OVERVIEW

The Fund aims to achieve a total return on your investment, through a combination of
capital growth and income, which reflects the return of the FTSE World Government
Bond Index (ex-EMU Government Bonds), the Fund’s benchmark index.

The Fund invests predominantly in the fixed income (FI) securities (such as bonds)
that make up the Fund's benchmark index (which comprises world government bonds
excluding EMU participant states). At the time of purchase, the Fl securities will be
investment grade rated (i.e. meet a specified level of credit worthiness). If the credit
rating of a Fl security is downgraded, the Fund may continue to hold this, until it is
practicable to sell the position.

The benchmark index measures the performance of bonds issued by governments and
includes countries in the FTSE World Government Bond Index but excludes countries
in the FTSE EMU Government Bond Index. The benchmark index includes Fl securities
with a maturity (i.e. the time until they become due for repayment) which is greater
than a year and which pay a fixed rate of interest.

MSCI ESG Fund Rating (AAA-CCC): The MSCI ESG Rating is
calculated as a direct mapping of ESG Quality Scores to letter rating
categories (e.g. AAA = 8.6-10). The ESG Ratings range from leader (AAA,
AA), average (A, BBB, BB) to laggard (B, CCC).

MSCI ESG Quality Score (0-10): The MSCI ESG Quality Score (O - 10)
for funds is calculated using the weighted average of the ESG scores of
fund holdings. The Score also considers ESG Rating trend of holdings
and the fund exposure to holdings in the laggard category. MSCI rates
underlying holdings according to their exposure to industry specific
ESG risks and their ability to manage those risks relative to peers.

Fund Lipper Global Classification: The fund peer group as defined by
the Lipper Global Classification.
